During the past several years, the arts in Lubbock have
flourished. The community now supports a regional symphony
(Lubbock Symphony Orchestra); a pre-professional ballet performing company
(Ballet Lubbock); two community theatre groups; over forty independent genre
specific arts organizations; and the College of Visual and Performing Arts at Texas
Tech University. The first phase of the development of the Louise Hopkins
Underwood Center for the Arts has been completed. And, the recent establishment
$3 million dollar the Sybil Harrington Endowment for the Arts through the Lubbock
Area Foundation, only enhances the efforts of local arts organizations.

Events = Advocacy = Excellence

The arts in Lubbock are beginning to be recognized as a source of community and
economic development. An economic impact survey conducted in 2009 revealed
that, collectively, the cultural community in Lubbock empioys 946 people with a
payroll of $26 million annually. Over 2,300 art related events are produced which
attract 1.36 million people.

Lubbock has art and cultural anchor facilities already established for the Cultural
District Designation, such as: l.ouise Hopkins Underwood Center for the Arts,
Lubbock Memorial Civic Center, Wells Fargo Amphitheatre, American Wind Power
Center, Buddy Holly Center, Depot Entertainment District, Municipal Auditorium and
Coliseumn, Texas Tech University College of Visual and Performing Arts, Southwest
Collection, Ranching Heritage Center, Museum of Texas Tech University, and
United Spirit Arena.

Cultural activities already take place in the Lubbock Cultural District like the Lubbock
Arts Festival, the National Cowboy Symposium and Celebration, First Friday Art
Trail, Flatland Film Festival, performances by the Lubbock Symphony Orchestra and
Ballet Lubbock, 4™ on Broadway, Celebrity Attractions Broadway Series, Fiestas del
Liano, concerts at the United Spirit Arena, and the Local Artist Color Studio Tour.

The Board of Directors for the Lubbock Arts Alliance is committed to obtaining the
Cultural District Designation and implementing the Cultural Plan.

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RESEARCH METHODOL.OGY USED TO CAPTURE COMMUNITY INPUT

Research for the Cultural District Plan was undertaken in two phases: 1) preliminary
research, including an online survey, and 2) a three-day site visit by Dr. Ann Daly,
Consultant.

The methodology for this research included:

» An online survey

» Two (2) community meetings

» Windshield tour of Lubbock

* Interviews with key stakeholders

* Review of published and web-based documents about Lubbock

The invitation to participate in the online survey was sent by the consultant to 163 key
stakeholders by email and to 138 key stakeholders by snail-mail. (This list of key
stakeholders was provided by Lubbock Aris Alliance.) Invitations were also emailed to
members of the Chamber of Commerce, Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, African-
American Chamber of Commerce, and to the database of Latino Lubbock. A total of 68
individuals responded to the online survey.

The community meetings were advertised via email, snail mail, and flyers. The
consultant sent three sets of email notices to 183 key stakeholders provided by Lubbock
Arts Alliance. Lubbock Arts Alliance sent an email invitation to its membership. Fiyers
were distributed at art events such as First Friday Art Trail. A paper invitation was
mailed to local 501c3 arts organizations and their boards of directors.

Research centered on the community’s vision for the Lubbock Cultural District, current
obstacles and opportunities, as well as the facilities, programs, and resources needed
to achieve that vision in the context of those obstacles and opportunities.

The following are results from the online survey questions, summaries of the two
community meetings, and a list of individual interviewees.

Ice cream parlors and candy stores, unique shops along
tree lined streets and in courtyards where people can linger and appreciate the
talent of our local artists and musicians, beauty of our climate, richness and
diversity of our heritage.

For it to include all aspects of the arts including dance. And for it to include all
events held within the city.

A multi faceted area with good representation on many levels which would be user
friendly for our local citizens plus attract visitors to our city.

The Cultural District in Lubbock will be both a physical and spiritual center of the
arts in Lubbock. While it cannot possibly contain every venue, it will be the one
place where anyone coming into the city will know that they can find the heart of
the arts community.

A contemporary community area where many artists and non-artists alike can
gather and exchange information, work and ideas. Lubbock is growing quickly but
has very few venues for intellectual cinema, art, discussion or food. An Arts district
should be a home for visiting artists, community artists and new unrealized talent.
Lubbockites of ail ages should be able to feel as though they have a place to be,
even if it is in the "second most conservative town in the nation.”

My vision of a cultural district in Lubbock is a community that is friendly to
pedestrians who want to explore hands-on art experiences, live performances, and
venues that showcase the history and culture unique to our region. | see
restaurants, antique stores, boutique hotels and shops being integrated into this
district. Eye-catching architecture would also be a plus, from restored buildings to
features like neon theatre marquis and landscaping that makes the sidewalks
themselves appealing.

As your introductory message states, a cultural district is a mixed-use area. As
such, it should be drawing participation from the community through many paths,
perspectives, and interests. | am director of a private alternative school in Lubbock.
In existence for 1 year, we have been a "school without walls”. Qur students are
active in learning experiences all over the city. We would like to involve our
students more in the culture of Lubbock. Apprenticeships and other youth
contributions.

A vibrant arts and entertainment geographical area in the downtown area that
supports an increase in property tax values and sales tax revenues while promoting
the fabulous arts in this great city.

I'm not sure exactly what to visualize but | definitely want to be an asset to the
community and not just a recipient of benefits.
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A well kept, clean area of town with lots of venues for visual and performing
arts/artists as well as a vanety of restaurants, theaters, and quality retail
businesses. Easy accessibility of well lighted parking. Some small green spaces,
well landscaped. An area that was designated as studio spaces for lease for
individual artists as well as several larger spaces well equipped for hands-on
workshops.

For
instance, a study area featuring art paintings and literature highlighting Lubbock's
cultural identity would be attractive to students, especially if signature
refreshments from local (not corporate) shops, are provided at low cost to
students with LCU, TTU, Wayland Baptist, etc, student IDs.

A relatively small number of blocks, say from Ave. G to Ave. J from 4th St. to 18th
St. in which currently empty building could be purchased and renovated for multiuse.
Owners could be encouraged to renovate themselves by offering tax

incentives. Empty and deteriorating buildings obviously bring in no money and are
liabilities because of taxes, fire hazards, and unsightliness.

Easy access from all major roadways, and major entrance points. All the cultural
facilities should be mixed in together, and not separated or spread to far apart, so
everything is within walking distance. An outdoor area where people can assemble
to see piays, concerts, art displays. A cultural center, daily art exhibits. Lots and lots
of trees.

Lubbock needs to have a place/street where people can go to get away from it all.
Maybe have live music venues and nice restaraunts. The people here don'’t have
much to do because there arent any nice places like 6th street in Austin or the
Riverwalk in San Antonio. Those places are enjoyable to hang out in because it is
nice, fairly upscale, and there are a huge vanety of things offered fro people to do.
One that can support itself, without the city or ttu butting in.in other words sell
alcohol at these events, people will come if there is booze/alcohol sales will boost
the economy more than a red light camera.

A coherent and aesthetically pleasing assemblage of buildings (shops, cafes,

galleries, etc.) and green spaces in downtown Lubbock that celebrate all the arts

and provide family-friendly venues for weekend browsing, gallery-hopping, sightseeing,
concert-going, and shopping.

A large area containing theatres, schools of the arts, gallenes, open-air street
galleries, cafes, scheduled performances each day. | envision street artists available
to create sketches. I recall Greenwich Village of the past in NYC. | have many more
ideas but do not have enough time to consider them at the present. This is a

loaded question that requires more time to ponder upon than is allowed here.

I would like to see a place similar to Qld Town in Albuquerque where people could
wander the streets on foot or with limited parking to visit museums, art galleries,
theatres......where they could shop and eat at interesting restaurants. It seems to
me that we have some wonderful locations in the downtown area at present
(Buddy Holly Center, Underwood Center) and we should try to work all these other
ideas into those general vicinities.
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It is a geographic area that uses art, entertainment, and cultural activities and
facilities for the purpose of community and economic development.

An area of the city in which there is a concentration of arts and entertainment
venues and facilities and where artists and audiences can come together. Such a
district should emphasize affordable work spaces for artists, gallery and concert
venues for exhibitions and performances, and be convenient to restaurants and
bars. An emphasis on foot traffic and/or local mass transit would also be
imponrtant (i.e., an area not dominated by or defined by the automobile).

As a former performer and choreographer, I'd like to see all art forms accepted and
praised in a new district. i'd like for artists of various mediums to be allowed to
present their art without rejection.

Lots of trees with beautiful areas of plants that grow in this area...The landscaping
is done tasteful with artful arrangements that will incorporate the beauty of nature
but the beauty that can be created by our own talented artist. Special places that
are safe and inviting for everyone who would like to spend an hour or so with
friends before heading home..When one looks out the windows one can see art
work that depicts what Lubbock has been in the past, present and will have in the
future.

A place that is safe, and pleasing to the eye. An area with nice pedestrian walkways
and retail shops or galleries. Perhaps loft apartments and office space with
decorative fountains or sculpture. A children's museum or children's playground
would add alot. | think encouraging art displayed on buildings, medians and open
air spaces would be great. Similar to the large guitar sculptures around Austin or,
the tile decore and art in and around the airport there.

A place where the visual, pérformance, and auditory arts can come together. it
should be inexpensive to attend, be centrally located (ie: if Tech is to be involved in
any capacity, then on or next to the campus) and have affordable dedicated
parking.

Walk down 6th street in Austin, or walk down
lower Greenville. Any ideas they have would work. Although, if it involves anything
that ONE person doesn't agree with, then Lubbock won't do it because Lubbock’s
City Council has their HEADS up they’re asses and don’t do a damn thing for
lubbock arts!H!

Perhaps
some casual cafe/eateries, and a place for a drink, while avoiding the Depot
District/Sixth Street (Austin) atmosphere.



A centralized area, preferably in old downtown, featuring a diverse collection of arts
venues, specialty boutiques, restaurants, and gathering places. For a great model
of a cultural district, you might research Oid Town in Fort Collins, Colorado. It
brings in significant revenue, and serves as a desirable location for community
interaction and involvement.

A vibrant, bustling area of activity. Tree lined, pedestrian friendly streets. Family
friendly parks. Bike lanes and routes. Qutdoor performance space.

Facilities where families or singles can go to enjoy and learm about arts and culture
or just be surrounded by beauty.

An area or areas that are set aside to enhance the publics enjoyment of the aris
and related endeavors. Locations which encourage the development of new
experiences as well as enhance the history on which these experiences are based
on. Locations that can show how the history of the area can be transformed into
something artistic and valuable (spiritually, emotionally or mentally) and stay
relevant in the coming times. Cultural areas should show where we've been as well
as where we can go.

An integrated set of public, private and non-for-profit organizations that serve the
community and act in a concerted fashion. There should also be a significant
presence from the university in the cultural district.

For the great "unwashed masses” a safe peaceful place to stroll on a summer or
fall or spring or winter evening with small cafes and after dinner shops like an ice
cream parlor, cigar shop, bookstore, independent movie theater, maybe a Gazebo
for music.

A pedestrian area that incorporates theater, music and visual arts so that visitors
and the local community will have a central place to enjoy a variety of offerings on
any night of the week.

To reach our diverse population.....we have the academia which includes many
universities, university level sports, multi-generational population and multi -ethnicity.



One area that is always over-looked when it comes to entertainment/culturalfourism is
our multi-billion dollar industry....agriculture. It needs to be attractive to our local and
regional population.

| believe L.ubbock needs a "meeting place" for the arts—a fun, challenging, easy-to
navigate and diverse area where Lubbockites and visitors alike can be assured of
seeing, hearing, and experiencing a range of old-fashioned to contemporary
exclusively-Lubbock arts, entertainment, cuisine, sports, or whatever topical genre
the uniquely South Plains culture may currently afford.

LHUCA, Civic Center, Mahon Library, performing arts theater, artist studios and
loft apartments, visiting artists housing, galleries, movies, restaurants, symphony,
recording studio, and new facilities that are an outgrowth of these. I'd like to see
the all the venues of the entertainment district and the arts district combined in
local perception with music and art and food pervasive in both rather than
separated into competing areas.

Art galleries, workshop venues, musical performance venues that do not require
attending bar hours as well as a family based dining or entertainment venue that
does not look anything like Mr. Gatti's or require a fortune to help grow your family
within Lubbock. There should be housing for artists, unique vintage and craft
shops, fabric stores, trimming stores, small cafes and coffee houses or tea houses
(not corporate franchises!).

A clay studio, a movie house, one small (100 seat) and one larger (500 seat)
performing arts venues, an art museum, commercial art galleries and antique
stores, book stores, jewelry shops, a visitor's center, bed and breakfast inns, and
more. | think that attractive architecture and a pedestrian-friendly layout are just as
important as the facilities themselves.
